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The Adoration Scriptural Rosary responded to our community’s need for com-
prehensive scriptural meditations that might be used during Adoration Hour be-
fore the Blessed Sacrament. These meditations closely fol low the central
mysteries of the lif e, death and passion, and Resurrection of Our Lord Jesus
Christ. We prepared this Adoration Scriptural Rosary edition for those who
would enjoy the nuances of the classic language in the Douay Version of the Bible.

We have retained the original 1914 translation with one exception. Wherever the
name “Holy Ghost” had appeared in the original, we have replaced it with the
“Holy Spiri t” it alicizing the replacements. We have retained classic usage of Sa-
cred pronouns: Thee, Thy, Thine, and Thou; and, as well, classic verbal forms.

Adoration may begin with prayerful recitation of O Salutaris and Tantum Ergo,
found inside the front cover. For completeness, we have included St. Louis Mary
de Montfort’s Decade Offerings at the beginning of each decade. For conven-
ience, we have also included the Decade Prayer, and a Prayer to the Holy Spirit
to be said after each decade. Those who pray a Rosary of five decades, will  find
all prayers at the beginning and end of the Joyful, Sorrowful, and Glorious Mys-
teries. 

At the end of each group of Mysteries, we have included St. Louis Mary de Mont-
fort’s Consecration to the Immaculate Heart of Mary. We have included three
Litanies for Adoration: the Litany of the Holy Name of Jesus, found after the
Joyful Mysteries (page a-18); the Litany of the Precious Blood of Jesus, after the
Sorrowful (page a-34); and the Litany of the Holy Name of Jesus, after the Glori-
ous (page a-50). The Divine Praises also are found after the last decade of each
Mystery.

We hope that your prayer li fe with Our Lord through the Immaculate Heart of
Mary will  be enriched with this edition of the Adoration Scriptural Rosary.
